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Bikes of Olde Towne 
Public Art Installation Phase III

Call for Artists

Project Overview 
The Bikes of Olde Towne is a public art installation concentrated in Main Street Clinton’s Olde Towne District.  Started in 2016 with the installation of 10 bikes, the project grew in popularity so additional bikes were added to the project.  
Why bikes?  Bikes were selected to use for this project because a cruiser bike is used prominently in the Main Street Clinton program logo.  For this reason, bikes have been used as branding for the Olde Towne district.  

Phase III
A competitive selection process will be used to review submissions and select the top designs for inclusion in the installations.  Artist will submit their ideas electronically with a list of finished to be used.  
If selected, they will be given a vintage or a new bike to be used in the creation of their art project.  *Note – an artist may choose to use their own bike.
Entries will be judged by a review committee.  Designs will be judged on their creativity, use of materials, particularly those that weather well and require limited maintenance.
Submitted bike designs will not be shared with other artists or viewed by anyone except the selection committee. All bikes selected to be installed as part of Phase III will be original to the submitting artist.
If selected, the artist will be asked to sign a contract and provide a name of the work of art.  
The bikes will be installed throughout the spring of 2021. 
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
